CS 590 Summer 2013
In this assignment you will practice fork/exec and signal handling by writing your own shell that is capable of running other programs. Your shell should be able to read a command from its command line and process the command.

1. Enter a command processing loop and display the prompt 
“CS590-sh> “

2. Allow the user to enter a command

3. Parse the input and fork/exec a process to execute the command

4. A command of “exit” should cause the shell to quit

5. Make your shell signal resistant (only SIGKILL (-9) should kill it). Parent should ignore SIGINT, SIGQUIT signals, but child should take default action.

Hint: An easy way to test the last requirement is to issue the command sleep 10 and then send terminal signals ctrl-c and ctrl-\. The child should terminate and you should receive your CS590-sh prompt again.
